Notes to Financial Statements

T. Rowe Price Corporate Income Fund, Inc. (the fund), is registered under the 
Investment Company Act of 1940 (the 1940 Act) as a diversified, open-end man-
agement investment company. The fund commenced operations on October 31, 
1995. The fund seeks to provide high income and some capital growth.

Note 1 - Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation  The accompanying financial statements were prepared in 
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of 
America, which require the use of estimates made by fund management. Fund 
management believes that estimates and security valuations are appropriate; how-
ever, actual results may differ from those estimates, and the security valuations 
reflected in the financial statements may differ from the value the fund ultimately 
realizes upon sale of the securities. 

Investment Transactions, Investment Income, and Distributions  Income and expenses 
are recorded on the accrual basis. Premiums and discounts on debt securities are 
amortized for financial reporting purposes. Dividends received from mutual fund 
investments are reflected as dividend income; capital gain distributions are reflected 
as realized gain/loss. Dividend income and capital gain distributions are recorded 
on the ex-dividend date. Income tax-related interest and penalties, if incurred, 
would be recorded as income tax expense. Investment transactions are accounted 
for on the trade date. Realized gains and losses are reported on the identified cost 
basis. Paydown gains and losses are recorded as an adjustment to interest income. 
Distributions to shareholders are recorded on the ex-dividend date. Income distri-
butions are declared on a daily basis and paid monthly. Capital gain distributions, 
if any, are declared and paid by the fund, typically on an annual basis.

Credits  The fund earns credits on temporarily uninvested cash balances held at  
the custodian which reduce the fund’s custody charges. Custody expense in the 
accompanying financial statements is presented before reduction for credits, 
which are reflected as expenses paid indirectly.

New Accounting Pronouncements  On June 1, 2008, the fund adopted Statement 
of Financial Accounting Standards No. 157 (FAS 157), Fair Value Measurements. 
FAS 157 defines fair value, establishes the framework for measuring fair value, 
and expands the disclosures of fair value measurements in the financial statements. 
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Adoption of FAS 157 did not have a material impact on the fund’s net assets or 
results of operations. 

On December 1, 2008, fund adopted Statement of Financial Accounting Standards 
No. 161 (FAS 161), Disclosures about Derivative Instruments and Hedging Activities. 
FAS 161 requires enhanced disclosures about derivative and hedging activities, 
including how such activities are accounted for and their effect on financial posi-
tion, performance and cash flows. Adoption of FAS 161 had no impact on the 
fund’s net assets or results of operations.

Note 2 - VALUATION

The fund’s investments are reported at fair value as defined under FAS 157. The 
fund values its investments and computes its net asset value per share at the close 
of the New York Stock Exchange (NYSE), normally 4 p.m. ET, each day that the 
NYSE is open for business. 

Valuation Methods  Debt securities are generally traded in the over-the-counter 
(OTC) market. Securities with remaining maturities of one year or more at the 
time of acquisition are valued at prices furnished by dealers who make markets 
in such securities or by an independent pricing service, which considers the yield 
or price of bonds of comparable quality, coupon, maturity, and type, as well as 
prices quoted by dealers who make markets in such securities. Securities with 
remaining maturities of less than one year at the time of acquisition generally use 
amortized cost in local currency to approximate fair value. However, if amortized 
cost is deemed not to reflect fair value or the fund holds a significant amount of 
such securities with remaining maturities of more than 60 days, the securities are 
valued at prices furnished by dealers who make markets in such securities or by 
an independent pricing service.

Equity securities listed or regularly traded on a securities exchange or in the OTC 
market are valued at the last quoted sale price or, for certain markets, the official 
closing price at the time the valuations are made, except for OTC Bulletin Board 
securities, which are valued at the mean of the latest bid and asked prices. A 
security that is listed or traded on more than one exchange is valued at the quo-
tation on the exchange determined to be the primary market for such security. 
Listed securities not traded on a particular day are valued at the mean of the lat-
est bid and asked prices for domestic securities and the last quoted sale price for 
international securities. 
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Investments in mutual funds are valued at the mutual fund’s closing net asset 
value per share on the day of valuation. Swaps are valued at prices furnished by 
independent swap dealers or by an independent pricing service.

Other investments, including restricted securities, and those for which the above 
valuation procedures are inappropriate or are deemed not to reflect fair value are 
stated at fair value as determined in good faith by the T. Rowe Price Valuation 
Committee, established by the fund’s Board of Directors.

Valuation Inputs  Various inputs are used to determine the value of the fund’s 
investments. These inputs are summarized in the three broad levels listed below:  

Level 1	 –	 quoted prices in active markets for identical securities

Level 2	 –	 observable inputs other than Level 1 quoted prices (including, 
but not limited to, quoted prices for similar securities, interest 
rates, prepayment speeds, credit risk)

Level 3	 –	 unobservable inputs 

Observable inputs are those based on market data obtained from sources inde-
pendent of the fund, and unobservable inputs reflect the fund’s own assumptions 
based on the best information available. The input levels are not necessarily an 
indication of the risk or liquidity associated with investments at that level. The 
following table summarizes the fund’s investments, based on the inputs used to 
determine their values on May 31, 2009:

Note 3 - derivative instruments

During the year ended May 31, 2009, the fund invested in derivative instruments. 
As defined by Statement of Financial Accounting Standards No. 133 (FAS 133), 
Accounting for Derivative Instruments and Hedging Activities, a derivative is a finan-
cial instrument whose value is derived from an underlying security price, foreign 
exchange rate, interest rate, index of prices or rates, or other variable; it requires 
little or no initial investment and permits or requires net settlement. The fund 
invests in derivatives only if the expected risks and rewards are consistent with 
its investment objectives, policies, and overall risk profile, as described in its pro-
spectus and Statement of Additional Information. The fund may use derivatives 
for a variety of purposes, such as seeking to hedge against declines in principal 
value, increase yield, invest in an asset with greater efficiency and at a lower cost 
than is possible through direct investment, or to adjust portfolio duration and 
credit exposure. The risks associated with the use of derivatives are different from, 
and potentially much greater than, the risks associated with investing directly in 
the instruments on which the derivatives are based. Investments in derivatives 
can magnify returns positively or negatively; however, the fund at all times main-
tains sufficient cash reserves, liquid assets, or other SEC-permitted asset types to 
cover the settlement obligations under its open derivative contracts. The fund’s 
period-end derivatives, as presented in the Portfolio of Investments or the tables 
following, generally are indicative of the volume of its derivative activity during 
the period.

The fund values its derivatives at fair value, as described below and in Note 2, and 
recognizes changes in fair value currently in its results of operations. Accordingly, 
the fund does not follow hedge accounting as prescribed by FAS 133, even for

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derivatives employed as economic hedges. As of May 31, 2009, the fund held 
credit derivatives with a fair value of $504,000, included in Other Liabilities, on 
the accompanying Statement of Assets and Liabilities.

Additionally, during the six months ended May 31, 2009, the fund recognized  
$248,000 of realized loss on Swaps and a $69,000 change in unrealized gain(loss) 
on Swaps related to its investments in credit derivatives; such amounts are included 
in the accompanying Statement of Operations.

Credit Default Swaps  The fund is subject to credit risk in the normal course of 
pursuing its investment objectives and uses swap contracts to help manage such 
risk. The fund may use swaps in an effort to manage exposure to changes in 
interest rates and credit quality, to adjust overall exposure to certain markets, to 
enhance total return or protect the value of portfolio securities, to serve as a cash 
management tool, and/or to adjust portfolio duration or credit exposure. Credit 
default swaps are agreements where one party (the protection buyer) agrees to 
make periodic payments to another party (the protection seller) in exchange for 
protection against specified credit events, such as certain defaults and bankrupt-
cies related to an underlying credit instrument, index, or issuer thereof. Upon 
occurrence of a specified credit event, the protection seller is required to pay the  
buyer the difference between the notional amount of the swap and the value of  
the underlying credit, either in the form of a net cash settlement or by paying the  
gross notional amount and accepting delivery of the relevant underlying credit. 
Generally, the payment risk for the seller of protection is inversely related to 
the current market price of the underlying credit; therefore, the payment risk 
increases as the price of the relevant underlying credit declines due to market 
valuations of credit quality. As of May 31, 2009, the notional amount of protec-
tion sold by the fund totaled $2,300,000 (0.5% of net assets), which reflects 
the maximum potential amount the fund could be required to pay under such 
contracts. Risks related to the use of credit default swaps include the possible 
inability of the fund to accurately assess the current and future creditworthiness 
of underlying issuers, the possible failure of a counterparty to perform in accor-
dance with the terms of the swap agreements, potential government regulation 
that could adversely affect the fund’s swap investments, and potential losses in 
excess of the fund’s initial investment. 

Counterparty Risk and Collateral  The fund has entered into collateral agreements 
with certain counterparties to mitigate counterparty risk associated with over-
the-counter (OTC) derivatives, including swaps and forward currency exchange 
contracts. Subject to certain minimum exposure requirements (which range from

$100,000 to $500,000), collateral generally is determined based on the net 
aggregate unrealized gain or loss on all OTC derivative contracts with a particular 
counterparty. Collateral, both pledged by and for the benefit of the fund, is held 
in a segregated account by a third-party agent and can be in the form of cash 
or debt securities issued by the U.S. government or related agencies. Securities 
posted as collateral by the fund are so noted in the accompanying Portfolio of 
Investments and remain in the fund’s net assets. As of May 31, 2009, securities 
valued at $786,000 had been posted by the fund for the benefit of counterparties 
and no collateral was pledged by counterparties for the benefit of the fund. 

The fund’s maximum risk of loss from counterparty credit risk on OTC deriva-
tives is the aggregate unrealized gain on appreciated contracts in excess of any 
collateral pledged by the counterparty for the benefit of the fund. In accordance 
with standard derivatives agreements, counterparties to OTC derivatives may be 
able to terminate derivative contracts prior to maturity in the event the fund fails 
to maintain sufficient asset coverage; its net assets decline by stated percentages; 
or it otherwise fails to meet the terms of its agreements, which would cause the 
fund to accelerate payment of any net liability owed to the counterparty under 
the contract. 

Note 4 - OTHER Investment Transactions

Consistent with its investment objective, the fund engages in the following practices 
to manage exposure to certain risks or to enhance performance. The investment 
objective, policies, program, and risk factors of the fund are described more fully 
in the fund’s prospectus and Statement of Additional Information.

Restricted Securities  The fund may invest in securities that are subject to legal or 
contractual restrictions on resale. Prompt sale of such securities at an acceptable 
price may be difficult and may involve substantial delays and additional costs. 

Other  Purchases and sales of portfolio securities other than short-term and U.S. 
government securities aggregated $269,826,000 and $86,037,000, respectively, 
for the year ended May 31, 2009. Purchases and sales of U.S. government secu-
rities aggregated $18,056,000 and $17,945,000, respectively, for the year ended 
May 31, 2009.
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Note 5 - Federal Income Taxes

No provision for federal income taxes is required since the fund intends to con-
tinue to qualify as a regulated investment company under Subchapter M of the 
Internal Revenue Code and distribute to shareholders all of its taxable income 
and gains. Distributions are determined in accordance with federal income tax 
regulations, which differ from generally accepted accounting principles, and, 
therefore, may differ significantly in amount or character from net investment 
income and realized gains for financial reporting purposes. Financial reporting 
records are adjusted for permanent book/tax differences to reflect tax character 
but are not adjusted for temporary differences.

Reclassifications to paid-in capital relate primarily to expiring capital loss carryfor-
wards. Reclassifications between income and gain relate primarily to the character 
of premium payments and unrealized gains and losses on swaps. For the year 
ended May 31, 2009, the following reclassifications, which had no impact on 
results of operations or net assets, were recorded to reflect tax character:

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The difference between book-basis and tax-basis net unrealized appreciation 
(depreciation) is attributable to the realization of unrealized gains/losses on cer-
tain open derivative contracts. The fund intends to retain realized gains to the 
extent of available capital loss carryforwards. As of May 31, 2009, unused capital 
loss carryforwards expire as follows: $2,666,000 in fiscal 2011, $1,017,000 in 
fiscal 2015, $862,000 in fiscal 2016, and $8,695,000 in fiscal 2017. Pursuant to 
federal income tax regulations applicable to investment companies, recognition 
of capital losses on certain transactions is deferred until the subsequent tax year. 
Consequently, realized losses reflected in the accompanying financial statements 
include net capital losses realized between November 1 and the fund’s fiscal year-
end that have not been recognized for tax purposes (Post-October loss deferrals).  

Note 6 - related Party Transactions

The fund is managed by T. Rowe Price Associates, Inc. (the manager or Price 
Associates), a wholly owned subsidiary of T. Rowe Price Group, Inc. The invest-
ment management agreement between the fund and the manager provides for an 
annual investment management fee, which is computed daily and paid monthly. 
The fee consists of an individual fund fee, equal to 0.15% of the fund’s average 
daily net assets, and a group fee. The group fee rate is calculated based on the 
combined net assets of certain mutual funds sponsored by Price Associates (the 
group) applied to a graduated fee schedule, with rates ranging from 0.48% for the 
first $1 billion of assets to 0.285% for assets in excess of $220 billion. The fund’s 
group fee is determined by applying the group fee rate to the fund’s average daily 
net assets. At May 31, 2009, the effective annual group fee rate was 0.31%.

In addition, the fund has entered into service agreements with Price Associates 
and two wholly owned subsidiaries of Price Associates (collectively, Price). Price 
Associates computes the daily share price and provides certain other adminis-
trative services to the fund. T. Rowe Price Services, Inc., provides shareholder 
and administrative services in its capacity as the fund’s transfer and dividend 
disbursing agent. T. Rowe Price Retirement Plan Services, Inc., provides subac-
counting and recordkeeping services for certain retirement accounts invested in 
the fund. For the year ended May 31, 2009, expenses incurred pursuant to these 
service agreements were $166,000 for Price Associates, $124,000 for T. Rowe 
Price Services, Inc., and $10,000 for T. Rowe Price Retirement Plan Services, Inc. 
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The total amount payable at period-end pursuant to these service agreements is 
reflected as Due to Affiliates in the accompanying financial statements.

The fund is also one of several mutual funds sponsored by Price Associates 
(underlying Price funds) in which the T. Rowe Price Spectrum Funds (Spectrum 
Funds) may invest. The Spectrum Funds do not invest in the underlying Price 
funds for the purpose of exercising management or control. Pursuant to a spe-
cial servicing agreement, expenses associated with the operation of the Spectrum 
Funds are borne by each underlying Price fund to the extent of estimated savings  
to it and in proportion to the average daily value of its shares owned by the 
Spectrum Funds. Expenses allocated under this agreement are reflected as share-
holder servicing expense in the accompanying financial statements. For the year 
ended May 31, 2009, the fund was allocated $286,000 of Spectrum Funds’ 
expenses, of which $216,000 related to services provided by Price. The amount 
payable at period-end pursuant to this agreement is reflected as Due to Affiliates 
in the accompanying financial statements. At May 31, 2009, approximately 48% 
of the outstanding shares of the fund were held by the Spectrum Funds.

The fund may invest in the T. Rowe Price Reserve Investment Fund and the  
T. Rowe Price Government Reserve Investment Fund (collectively, the T. Rowe 
Price Reserve Investment Funds), open-end management investment companies 
managed by Price Associates and considered affiliates of the fund. The T. Rowe 
Price Reserve Investment Funds are offered as cash management options to 
mutual funds, trusts, and other accounts managed by Price Associates and/or its 
affiliates and are not available for direct purchase by members of the public. The 
T. Rowe Price Reserve Investment Funds pay no investment management fees.

The fund may also invest in certain T. Rowe Price institutional funds (underly-
ing institutional funds) as a means of gaining efficient and cost-effective exposure 
to certain markets. The underlying institutional funds are open-end manage-
ment investment companies managed by Price Associates and/or T. Rowe Price 
International, Inc. (collectively, the Price managers) and are considered affiliates 
of the fund. Each underlying institutional fund pays an all-inclusive management 
and administrative fee to its Price manager. To ensure that the fund does not incur 
duplicate fees, each Price manager has agreed to permanently waive a portion 
of its management fee charged to the fund in an amount sufficient to fully offset 
the fees paid by the underlying institutional funds related to fund assets invested 
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therein. Accordingly, the accompanying Statement of Operations includes man-
agement fees permanently waived pursuant to this agreement. Annual fee rates 
and amounts waived within the accompanying Statement of Operations related to 
shares of the underlying institutional funds for the year ended May 31, 2009, are 
as follows:

On March 10, 2009, the fund’s Board of Directors (Board) unanimously approved the invest-
ment advisory contract (Contract) between the fund and its investment manager, T. Rowe 
Price Associates, Inc. (Manager). The Board considered a variety of factors in connection with 
its review of the Contract, also taking into account information provided by the Manager dur-
ing the course of the year, as discussed below:

Services Provided by the Manager
The Board considered the nature, quality, and extent of the services provided to the fund by 
the Manager. These services included, but were not limited to, management of the fund’s 
portfolio and a variety of related activities, as well as financial and administrative services, 
reporting, and communications. The Board also reviewed the background and experience of 
the Manager’s senior management team and investment personnel involved in the manage-
ment of the fund. The Board concluded that it was satisfied with the nature, quality, and 
extent of the services provided by the Manager. 

Investment Performance of the Fund 
The Board reviewed the fund’s average annual total returns over the 1-, 3-, 5-, and 10-year 
periods as well as the fund’s year-by-year returns and compared these returns with a wide 
variety of previously agreed upon comparable performance measures and market data, 
including those supplied by Lipper and Morningstar, which are independent providers of 
mutual fund data. On the basis of this evaluation and the Board’s ongoing review of invest-
ment results, and factoring in the severity of market turmoil in 2008, the Board concluded 
that the fund’s performance was satisfactory.

Costs, Benefits, Profits, and Economies of Scale
The Board reviewed detailed information regarding the revenues received by the Manager 
under the Contract and other benefits that the Manager (and its affiliates) may have realized 
from its relationship with the fund, including research received under “soft dollar” agree-
ments. The Board noted that soft dollars were not used to pay for third-party, non-broker 
research during 2008. The Board also received information on the estimated costs incurred 
and profits realized by the Manager and its affiliates from advising T. Rowe Price mutual 
funds, as well as estimates of the gross profits realized from managing the fund in particular. 
The Board concluded that the Manager’s profits were reasonable in light of the services pro-
vided to the fund. The Board also considered whether the fund or other funds benefit under 
the fee levels set forth in the Contract from any economies of scale realized by the Manager. 
Under the Contract, the fund pays a fee to the Manager composed of two components—a 
group fee rate based on the aggregate assets of certain T. Rowe Price mutual funds (includ-
ing the fund) that declines at certain asset levels and an individual fund fee rate that is 
assessed on the assets of the fund. The Board concluded that the advisory fee structure for 
the fund continued to provide for a reasonable sharing of benefits from economies of scale 
with the fund’s investors.
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Approval of Investment Management Agreement (continued)

Fees
The Board reviewed the fund’s management fee rate, operating expenses, and total expense 
ratio and compared them with fees and expenses of other comparable funds based on infor-
mation and data supplied by Lipper. The information provided to the Board indicated that 
the fund’s management fee was above the median for certain groups of comparable funds 
but at or below the median for other groups of comparable funds. The information also 
indicated that the fund’s expense ratio was below the median for comparable funds. The 
Board also reviewed the fee schedules for comparable privately managed accounts of the 
Manager and its affiliates. Management informed the Board that the Manager’s respon-
sibilities for privately managed accounts are more limited than its responsibilities for the 
fund and other T. Rowe Price mutual funds that it or its affiliates advise. On the basis of 
the information provided, the Board concluded that the fees paid by the fund under the 
Contract were reasonable. 

Approval of the Contract
As noted, the Board approved the continuation of the Contract. No single factor was con-
sidered in isolation or to be determinative to the decision. Rather, the Board concluded, in 
light of a weighting and balancing of all factors considered, that it was in the best interests 
of the fund to approve the continuation of the Contract, including the fees to be charged 
for services thereunder.

Your fund is governed by a Board of Directors (Board) that meets regularly to review a wide variety of mat-
ters affecting the fund, including performance, investment programs, compliance matters, advisory fees 
and expenses, service providers, and other business affairs. The Board elects the fund’s officers, who are 
listed in the final table. At least 75% of Board members are independent of T. Rowe Price Associates, Inc. 
(T. Rowe Price), and T. Rowe Price International, Inc. (T. Rowe Price International); “inside” or “interested” 
directors are employees or officers of T. Rowe Price.
